Get in the game! Create an account on FuelUpToPlay60.com!

Log In/Join Buttons
When you arrive on the new  
FuelUpToPlay60.com, feel free to explore 
the site at your own pace! When you are 
ready to create an account or sign in, use 
the links in the top right corner of the 
site. Click “Log In” if you already have an 
account, or “Join” if you need to create a 
new account!

Creating an Account
By clicking the “Join” button in the top 
right corner of any page, a blue box will 
drop down from the top of the screen. Be 
sure to select “Student” from the  
dropdown menu.  
 
You must fill in the required information: 
• Birthdate
• Username
• Password
• Verify Password

Lastly, check the box to pledge to eat 
healthy, stay active and make a difference 
every day, as well as the box to agree to 
the Terms of Use and Privacy Policy.
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Completing Your Registration
If you are 13 or older, you must provide the  
following information to complete your registration: 
 

• First Name
• Last Name
• Email Address
• Email Confirmation
• School Zip Code
• School
• Grade
• How did you hear about Fuel Up to Play 60?

Students over 13 may also provide some optional 
information in the teal-colored tile.

Be sure to select your communication preferences 
as well!

Lastly, choose your favorite NFL team from the list 
and press complete! 

The only option students under 13 will be given is 
selecting their favorite NFL team.

Under 13 Parent Permission
Students that create an account under the age of 13 will still 
be allowed to earn Points. Once a student under the age of 
13 reaches 30,000 Points, they will be prompted to complete 
an Under 13 Parent Permission Form that must be  
completed by a parent and returned to Fuel Up to Play 60 in 
order for that student to be considered elidgible for contests 
and prizes. Once a student recieves parent permission,  
additional registration information will be available to them.

The Student Dashboard
After registering or logging in, you will be taken to 
the new Student Dashboard on the  
FuelUpToPlay60.com website. Make sure you 
familiarize yourself with the new functions and 
features on the Dashboard — after all, there is tons 
to do!
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Navigating the Student Dashboard
With the green sidebar navigation, you have access to 
all sorts of pages within the Student Dashboard! “My 
Dashboard” is where you will find a snapshot of  
everything you need to know. By clicking the  
“Messages” link, you’ll be taken to your Message Hub, 
where all of your important messages and notifications 
will be stored. Take part in featured Challenges and 
earn Points by clicking on the “Challenges” link. You 
can also earn Points by reporting Plays via the “My 
Plays” link. Spread the word about Fuel Up to Play 60 
by visiting the “Get the Word Out” page, and tell us 
how you helped promote Fuel Up to Play 60 in your 
school! Lastly, the “My Account” link allows you to edit 
any information that you entered during registration.

My Dashboard

TIP: Have students write down their username and password and keep it in a safe place once it has 

been created on FuelUpToPlay60.com. Once a student creates an account, they will use the same 

information to log in for following school years. 

 

FAQs 

Do students need to create a new account every year? Nope! Students are able to access their 

account with the same username and password as last year, which is why we recommend they write 

them down and keep them in a safe place. 

 

Do students under 13 need to get parent permission every year? Nope! Once a student under 13 

has parent permission for their account, they do not need to repeat the process (unless the student 

decides to create a brand new account). 

 

What can a student under age 13 do without parent permission? Students who do not have parent 

permission can still access the student Dashboard and earn Points. However, students without parent 

permission cannot receive email communications from the Fuel Up to Play 60 team, complete their 

profiles, link to their schools, enter contests/sweepstakes, or apply for a chance to become State or 

School Ambassador and attend the Student Ambassador Summit. 

 

As an educator, can I give my students under age 13 permission to use the site? No, permission 

must come from a parent for students under 13 to use the site. 

 

Why does Fuel Up to Play 60 need all of this information for my students to complete their online 

profiles? 

 Birthdate: The Children’s Online Privacy Protection Act (COPPA) regulations require parental 

consent for the collection or use of any personal information for students under the age of 13, so 

Fuel Up to Play 60 must verify the age of each student using the site. 

 Email Address: Fuel Up to Play 60 uses email to communicate messages to students about 

activating the program, sweepstakes, leadership opportunities and more. Email addresses are 

also used to validate active accounts, reduce duplicate accounts and verify online activity. A 

parent can elect to use his/her own email address in place of a student’s direct email address. 

 School: Linking to a school provides validation of student accounts and helps students become 

eligible for more prize opportunities.
